All assignments must be handed in by the assigned deadline and completed in order. If an assignment is late, not submitted on the due date, then you will not receive credit for it. But, each component MUST be finished. You MAY NOT submit a final draft if you are missing any of the preliminary steps. 
You will submit the final paper through Turnitin – failure to do so by the required date and time will result in losing a letter grade for every day late. Make sure that you become familiar with the submission process, we will talk about it in class and you can come to pre-session if you need help. There are no excuses for technical problems, because you can and should be prepared to submit each assignment before the due date. Below is a list of the preliminary steps:

Typed Final Draft: Failure to hand in the final draft by due date will result in the loss of a letter grade for each day late (weekend days also count toward loss of late points).

All Periods Final Draft – due (Thurs) January 23rd, 2020 by 10pm

NOTE:  If you would like me to do a quick check for length, format, thesis, work cited, and parenthetical citations, make arrangements to come to pre-session.  I will not give feedback on papers that are merely emailed to me – you need to be present to conference with me on your writing.  

Requirements of Paper:

· All steps of the research paper have been handed in

· Reading checks, preliminary works cited, outline, thesis, and rough draft

· MLA Format

· Works Cited Page 
· 4-5 Pages Long

· Minimum of 3 Sources 

· Electronic sources need teacher approval (in advance)
· Databases and library books
· General encyclopedias do not count toward the source total

· Source text(s) do not count toward minimum source total

· Minimum of 4 Literary Criticism Citations in Paper
· Minimum of 4 Citations from Literary Text in Paper
· Submitted on Turnitin

· Original work, not plagiarized

If MLA requirement isn’t met, you lose points for each type of error. If any of the other requirements of paper aren’t met, the paper results in the loss of a letter grade for each paper requirement failure. Papers without citations or a works cited page will result in a 0.
Recommendations:

· Use each source multiple times, to show that they are a valid source
· Use multiple sources in a paragraph or section of your paper to show that multiple authorities support your claim
· Strengthen word choice with vivid nouns and verbs; eliminate the “be” verb

· Change passive voice to active voice

· End your paper by coming full circle - relate back to your introduction and interesting opening line

· Vary your sentence structure

· Vary your punctuation use, but make sure that you use each punctuation mark correctly

· Avoid using the same word in close proximity (important nouns or verbs)

· Avoid starting sentences with the same word or phrase, unless this repetition serves a purpose

· Make each sentence concise by cutting out extra words and phrases. Revise each sentence – ask yourself if there are extra words and phrases that you could simplify by using stronger word choice or by restructuring the sentence
